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CONSERVATION COMMISSION SEEKS
TRAIL MAINTENANCE VOLUNTEERS

AND MORE OPPORTUNITIES...

Volunteering does not guarantee chain saw usage!

The Londonderry Conservation Commission oversees 
and maintains trails for recreational use throughout 
Londonderry’s conservation land. The Musquash 
Conservation Area alone has more than 20 miles of trails 
where residents can hike, mountain bike, cross country 
ski, and snowshoe. However, miles of trails come with 
miles of maintenance, and the Commission would love 
your help to keep them in great shape.

The first and easiest way to help the Commission is to be 
their eyes and ears on the trails. Volunteers are needed 
to walk the trails to evaluate their conditions. Are there 
washouts? Missing signage? Downed trees and branches 
blocking the paths? An overabundance of litter that 
should be addressed immediately? Walking the trails and 
reporting back their conditions is a great way to help. 
enjoy the spring, and explore a bit more of Londonderry.

For those with more energy, more time, and more 
power tools, the Commission is also seeking volunteers 
whom they can recruit for trail maintenance days. The 
Commission arranges maintenance of pre-existing trails 
as the need arises, and they need a roster of people 
who are willing to come out and help. Additionally, the 
Commission recently partnered with the New England 
Mountain Bike Association, who created two new mountain bike trails in the Musquash that require signs and 
blazing. All that is needed is a willingness to work hard in conditions that can be rugged. Familiarity with hand 
tools and power tools is also helpful.
