The municipal Town and School election will be held Tuesday, March 12, 2024.

From late September to late 
November, the Londonderry Recreation 
Department ran a logo design contest. 
After the contest closed, our panel 
of judges looked over the seven 
submissions to determine which 
design would best incorporate our 
department’s mission and vision. We 
are pleased to unveil the winning logo, 
based on a design submitted by Ashley 
Hanson of Londonderry. 

Our new logo will be used on our 
website, across our social media, and 
for other marketing and branding 
purposes, including promotional tools 
and apparel. The design reflects all the 
different types of activities supported 
by the Recreation Department, our goal 
of bringing people together, and, of 
course, the Town of Londonderry itself.

Frequently Asked Questions

Why are we having another election this soon? Didn’t we just have one?
We did have one just a few weeks ago, yes. But that one was JUST the Presidential Primary. This election 
chooses your local community representatives and determines the Town and School budgets (and 
therefore, what property taxes will be). And don’t worry — there are two more elections in September 
and November!

How many people usually vote in this election?
Not that many! This election will have the lowest turnout of the year. Between 1,800 and 4,000 people 
usually vote in the annual Town and School election. (Currently, 16,887 people are registered to vote in 
Londonderry, and over 8,800 voted in the Presidential Primary.)

Why don’t you include a person’s party 
on the ballot?
Town and School elections are non-
partisan, meaning that people are not 
divided up by party.

Will I get an “I Voted!” sticker?

A highlight of summer in Londonderry is the annual Concerts on 
the Common free concert series, held on the Town Common and 
sponsored by the Londonderry Arts Council, a chartered Town 
committee. However, you don’t have to wait until summer to enjoy 
all the artistic skill Londonderry’s residents have to offer. The Arts 
Council maintains an impressive slate of events and opportunities 
year-round. 

The Arts Council produces free events to promote a better 
appreciation for how the arts can enrich our community.

Assessing Deadline!

True to the groundhog’s word, this winter 
seems to be winding down with a relatively low 
snow total, with only 32” of snow accumulation 
thid season. So, maybe you’re wondering what 
do we do when winter is taking a break. Well, 
have no fear: there’s always plenty to do, and 
boy, does your Public Works team keep at it.  In 
these images, we are replacing a failing culvert 
on Lucas Road. You can see the remains of the 
old 15” metal culvert, the crew hard at work, 
and the new 15” HDPE pipe. Deteriorating 
metal pipes can cause sinkholes as they age, 

so we take these opportunities to replace the entire culvert with more modern, durable materials. Workers are also 
keeping busy doing light maintenance at Town Hall and the library, performing maintenance and grounds work in Town 
cemeteries, cutting brush and trees around detention basins, and washing and working on equipment, among a million 
other things. You can always be proud of the work done by your Department of Public Works!
